6. *Welding Craft – Technical Drawing and Blueprint Reading, Applied Science, Arc Welding Theory, Gas Welding Theory, Applied Mathematics and Communication.
7. **General Draughtsmanship Technician (New Syllabus) – Mathematics, Architectural Drawing, Engineering Drawing, Geometrical Drawing, Survey Drawing, Electrical Drawing.
